Family & Children Services’ Independent Living Program (ILP) assists youth ages 16-21 as they 
prepare to emancipate from the foster care system and begin to live independently. We are the 
sole provider of ILP services for youth living throughout Santa Clara County. 
 
Youth receive assistance in acquiring skills, strategies, and resources to address four essential 
ingredients to their success: Education, Employment, Community Support, and Life Skills. Each 
year approximately 600 youth participate. Services are free for eligible youth!
